The foreign direct investments (FDI) in Georgia amounted to USD 568.2 million in Q1 2022 
(preliminary data), USD 435.7 million (4.3 times) higher compared to the preliminary data of Q1 2021. 
Increase in reinvestment and equity is considered to be the main reason for the growth of FDI.

Adjusted data will be published on 15 August, 2022 that may affect some changes in the 

existing dynamic sets.
